2. Levels will last 30 minutes each. This is a two-day tournament with three starting flights.

3. On-site registration and unlimited re-entries available until the start of level 9. Players may forfeit their tournament chips at the end of registration to re-enter.

7. Any unauthorized chips introduced into tournament play will be immediately removed upon detection without substitution. Any parties determined to be responsible of the

foreign chips will be disqualified with no refund. It is all tournament player’s responsibility to bring to management’s atte ntion unusual chips, circumstances or irregularities.
Tournament Director’s decisions are final. Should a patron wish to dispute that decision, they may file a formal dispute with the Seminole Tribal Gaming Commission.

11.  The big blind ante will not be calculated in the opening PLO preflop raise.

12.  This tournament will be played 8 handed. 1 in 8 (Approx. 12.5% of the field) will be in the money.

13. Redraw at end of Day 1, 24 and 9 players or at tournament director’s discretion.

14.  Players may bag and play a subsequent flights. Best stack will move forward, additional bags will be removed and receive minimum payouts.

15.  Day 1 will play down to 12.5% of the field (round up if necessary). Any player eliminated on Day 1 will NOT be in the money. Day 2 will play to conclusion.
